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The Wenchuan earthquake that erupted on May 12, 2008 in Sichuan Province shocked the entire country. So far, 41,353 

confirmed dead and 274,683 injured by the unexpected disaster. Many who died were students trapped underneath the 

rubble of their schools. Millions of dollars of property was destroyed leaving thousands of people without shelter, 

food or water. This disaster is the worst China has seen in many years and has caused tremendous pain and anguish in 

the hearts of all the Chinese. Thousands of children and students lost their families, and are now orphans. It is our 

society's responsibility to help take care of these children who lost their homes, their families and their friends. 

They will need guidance and encouragement to help them face what has happened, and overcome their losses.  

48 hours after the earthquake, The China Youth Development Foundation’s "Project Hope Disaster Relief Assistance" 

team arrived to the disaster areas to survey the damaged schools and become aware of the many needs of the affected 

children.
